“Youth Nights” every Friday. The word is spread-
ing to the surrounding areas, and is starting to 
bring more youth to the Camp. It’s an important 
night, as we get the privilege of ministering 
to each youth who comes. We usually start 
the night with supper at 6:00 pm, followed by 

games (usually inside downstairs), and at about 
9:00 pm, we have a devotional time.

Another way we like to stay in contact with our 
campers throughout the winter is “Kids’ Zone,” 
held in the Buffalo Narrows school. Our pro-
gram is kind of like camp, but very condensed. 
Typically, on a good day, we see an average of 25 
children in the gym. During the afternoon we 
play lots of group games (to wear off their ener-
gy!), followed by a devotional time. We have had 
some weeks when the devotional time was very 
hard because of the children’s lack of attention. 
Continue to pray that God would be honored, 
and that the children would take something 
away from the Bible teaching.

Re - Energizer 
February 14-16 brought another new event 
to the camp – our first time hosting a win-
ter “Re-energizer.” It is much like our fall 
weekend youth retreat, but includes winter 
activities to accompany the snow outside. 
We enjoyed many activities such as skating, 
tubing, bonfires, ping pong, and a broom-
ball game down on the lake ice. Although 
it was very cold, it was really good to have 
the campers back again!
